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Exodus 12:1-30

What happened in our last Bible Study in Exodus 11?

a. God said this will be the last plague that he brings upon Egypt.

b. God said that after this, Pharoah will drive Israel out completely.

c. God said he was going to strike the firstborn son of everyone in Egyptian except the
Israelites.

d. God said he would make a clear distinction between Egypt and Israel so that they would
know that God is doing this and his hand was with Israel.

What Instructions does God give to Israel in 12:3-11?

a. On the tenth day of the month every man is to take a lamb for his household (or they can share with
their neighbor if the family is small).

b. The lambs are to be year-old males without defect and they are to slaughter them at twilight.

c. They are to take some of the blood and put it on the sides and tops of the doorframes of the houses
where they eat the lambs.

d. The same night, they are to eat the meat roasted over the fire, along with bitter herbs and bread made
without yeast.

e. Do not leave any of it till morning; If some is left till morning, you must burn it.

f.  They are to eat it with their cloaks tucked into their belts, their sandals on their feet, and their staff in
their hand. They are to eat it fast.

Why are these instructions significant?

b. Because God is going to deliver them and they need to be ready to leave.

c. These instructions become the same for the commemoration of this event later...so that they would
remember what it was like to be ready for the deliverance God would bring (see verses 14-20).
