6. How should we plan, if we are going to plan ahead, according to 4:15?

The selfishness of those who James is talking to has caused them to do what they want instead
of doing the good that God has called them to...and they don’t even seem to realize that this is
the very definition of sin...or enmity against God (maybe because they aren’t doing the bad
things that they used to do).
