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 What makes the Church of the Nazarene different?


Many people who come to the Church of the Nazarene have had experience with other churches in the past and would like to know what it is that makes us different from other churches.  ‘The Church of the Nazarene, from its beginnings, has confessed itself to be a branch of the “one, holy, universal, and apostolic” church and has sought to be faithful to it’ (Manual/2017-2021 Church of the Nazarene, Historical Statement).  We do have a few doctrines that distinguish us from many of the other Orthodox Christian denominations.  Hopefully this lesson will help you to understand what it is that makes us different.

One thing that distinguishes us from many other Christian churches is that we believe that God has called us to live a holy life here on earth.  The call in Leviticus 11:44 and throughout the rest of the Bible is that God wants us to “be holy, because [he is] holy.”  This distinctive Wesleyan doctrine is not a salvation by works.  We hold firm to the Protestant affirmation that “it is by grace you have been saved, through faith—and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God— not by works, so that no one can boast” (Ephesians 2:8-9).  However, Ephesians 2:10 says that we are “created in Christ Jesus to do good works….”  This means that we are not saved by our works but saved to do good works.  We also believe that the grace of God is not only available to bring us forgiveness.  God’s grace (unwarranted gift) also ‘teaches us to say "No" to ungodliness and worldly passions, and to live self-controlled, upright and godly lives in this present age’ (Titus 2:12).  We know that we can never be holy in our own strength.  If we could, Jesus would not have come to die.  However, through Christ and the Spirit that he left us, we are able to live lives of love and obedience toward God.  We do not have to rebel against him

[image: image5.wmf]Another doctrine that distinguishes us from many other Christian denominations is our belief in the infilling of the Holy Spirit as a second definite work of grace, which does not usually occur at the moment a person comes to know Christ.  We believe that it is God’s will that all of us be filled with his Spirit, but that it must be preceded by us giving God control over everything in our life and setting ourselves apart for his purposes.  At salvation (initial sanctification) we allow God to take our sinful (rebellious) actions and attitudes.  By the infilling of the Holy Spirit (entire sanctification), God replaces our sin nature with his Holy Spirit.  Our doctrine differs, though, from many “Pentecostal” churches in that we believe that while there are gifts of the Spirit evident in the Bible, the primary work of the Holy Spirit is that it makes us Holy.  We do no believe that it is necessary to speak in tongues or display any other “gift” of the Holy Spirit in order to show that you are filled with the Holy Spirit.  Instead, we believe that the believer will naturally display the “fruit” of the Spirit.

The theological tradition that the Church of the Nazarene is a part of is called Wesleyan-Holiness or Wesleyan-Armenian theology.  We believe that we have the choice whether or not we accept Christ into our life and that it is by God’s grace that he saves those who invite him in.  We believe that the act of repenting of our sin and inviting Jesus Christ into our life allows God to change our heart instantly from a heart of rebellion to a heart of love and obedience.  When our heart changes, our actions naturally follow (Matthew 12:33-37).  From that point on God continues to work in our life to grow us in his grace.  The doctrine of free will makes us different from many other Protestant churches who believe that God decided before the creation of the world who would be saved.

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How is the Church of the Nazarene governed?

There are three basic forms of church government.  They are Episcopal, Presbyterian, and Congregational.  Essentially every church uses some combination of these three types of government.  The Church of the Nazarene is no different. Many churches believe that their specific form of government is the correct form passed down in the Bible.  We, however, do not claim to have the only right form of Biblical Church government.  Instead, we believe that the Bible does not clearly define the way in which we ought to govern ourselves.  It does, however, affirm that there should be some accountability and oversight within the church and we can see the beginnings of that in the Acts and the Epistles.


To start off, we should probably define these three basic forms of government.  Then we will explain how they are combined in order to form the polity of the Church of the Nazarene.

The following statement is taken from the 2017-2021 edition of the Manual of the Church of the Nazarene:

“The government of the Church of the Nazarene is distinctive.  In polity it is representative—neither purely Episcopal nor wholly congregational. Because the laity and the ministry have equal authority in the deliberative and lawmaking units of the church, there is a desirable and effective balance of power. We see this not only as an opportunity for participation and service in the church but also as an obligation on the part of both laity and ministry.”
The local Church of the Nazarene combines these forms to provide checks and balances in much the same way as the United States government combines the executive, legislative, and judicial branches.  The local church has a Pastor, a church board, and a congregation.  The Pastor is the “president” of the church and the Chairman of the Board (Manual 2017-2021, paragraph 102.3).  The local Church Board is the governing body that establishes policies and approves and checks the actions of the Pastor.  The Local Church Board is elected by the congregation to represent them and if any decision is made by the board that does not reflect the wishes of the congregation, it can be appealed to a congregational vote.

The government of the local church is mirrored in the “District” government and the “General” government, which also have an overseer, a board, and an assembly (representative body elected from and by the local congregations).  Paragraph 22.3 of the Manual of the Church of the Nazarene says:

“We are agreed that authority given to superintendents shall not interfere with the independent action of a fully organized church. Each church shall enjoy the right to select its own pastor, subject to such approval as the General Assembly shall find wise to institute. Each church shall also elect delegates to the various assemblies, manage its own finances, and have charge of all other matters pertaining to its local life and work.”

What is the Mission of the Church of the Nazarene?

In the first study, we talked about what the church is supposed to be based on the New Testament and what we know of the early church. “The mission of the Church of the Nazarene is to make Christlike disciples in the nations.”
In other words, we believe that Christ’s commission to the entire church is also our specific commission as the Church of the Nazarene.

As we learned in study 2, our belief in a doctrine of holiness and entire sanctification is part of what distinguishes us from other denominations.  We believe that these doctrines are important to our lives as Christians.  Because of this we believe that, although our mission to make disciples is the same as all other churches, we are uniquely called to spread the message of empowered holiness.  P.F. Bresee, one of the original General Superintendents and the man that many consider the founder of the Church of the Nazarene said, "God has called us to Christianize Christianity.”  It seems that in the church, both then and now, people have come to expect that Christians cannot help but sin even after the accept Christ.  Many have even justified sin as accepted and expected by God in our lives.  This, however, is not the message of the Bible.

 What is Baptism and why is it important?


There are many different popular understandings of Baptism and what it means.  Depending on what you believe about Baptism, you will have a different view of exactly how important it is to the Christian experience.  Some people believe that Baptism is the initiation into the Kingdom of God.  They believe that until you are baptized, you are not truly a Christian and, therefore, would be condemned to Hell if you died.  People who believe this stress infant Baptism to ensure that infant children of believing parents are saved.


Other people believe that Baptism is merely a symbol or sign of the cleansing that Christ brings when you invite him into your life.  Therefore, in the minds of these people, it may not be at all important that a person is baptized.  The importance is placed much more upon the internal work than the external symbol.  The Church of the Nazarene takes a stance that is somewhere in between.  The following questions will take you through our Biblical beliefs about Baptism.

Paragraph 16 of the Manual of the church of the Nazarene says:

We believe that Christian baptism, commanded by our Lord, is a sacrament signifying acceptance of the benefits of the atonement and incorporation into the Body of Christ.  Baptism is a means of grace proclaiming faith in Jesus Christ as Savior.  It is to be administered to believers indicating their full purpose of obedience in holiness and righteousness.  As participants in the new covenant, young children and the morally innocent may be baptized upone the request of parents or guardians.  The church shall give assurance of Christian training.   Baptism may be administer by sprinkling, pouring, or immersion.

Just as many say that they don’t need to get married because they both know that they love each other, many say about the church that God knows our heart and so we don’t need to make a public commitment to the church in front of people.  The Bible, however, makes our relationship with God and his church more than just a private matter.  The concepts of covenant and relationship are two of the most important concepts in the entire Bible.  They cannot be separated from Christian belief and practice.

What will be my role
after I become a member?

There are many different ideas floating around about the role of the pastor versus the role of the members in the church.  Many Christians seem to believe that the primary role of the member is to attend faithfully, or at least when it is convenient, and the primary role of the pastor is to minister to the members and meet their needs.  If we are going to become members of the church, it is an important step to learn what, exactly, the role of a member is.


Although the Church of the Nazarene recognizes that some are called to full-time ministry, we also believe in the Protestant concept of the priesthood of all believers.  In other words, we believe that every believer is called by God into ministry.  This means that if we are a member of the church we are not a consumer who comes to be served.  Rather, we gather together in the fellowship of believers in order to serve others.
